Art Focus –

Read and reflect on Bible story –
 Acts 1:9-11 This is the account of Jesus saying goodbye to his disciples  and returning to be with God the Father. This has been a  time when we have been acutely aware of death and loss  and we may have experienced it ourselves directly. It  therefore needs sensitive handling, appropriate to age  and context, but it is something which we should think  seriously about facing and offering support for in terms of  our children and their families.
