Welcome to Oak Class! We hope you all enjoyed a fantastic summer together. The children are looking so smart and have started the term with a great attitude to learning, which has been great to see.
Curriculum
To start the term, we will be sharing the book Beowulf in English lessons, leading to extended pieces of writing, which include a character description and a narrative. Initially, we will be working on place value in maths and will revisit the four main operations: addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. Oak Class will be starting the new RE curriculum this year, in line with the rest of the school. Our topics will be Creation & Covenant and Prophecy & Promise. This year we are continuing to teach science using a spiral curriculum, where we will be working on each topic within each term. The subjects covered are : Electricity, Light, Living things & their habitats and Evolution. In art lessons we will be completing a unit called Making my voice heard which will include working with various mediums including drawing, painting and experimenting with charcoal. Our History unit will focus around the early Islamic civilisation in Baghdad.
Homework

· Children are expected to read and talk about their book to an adult every night for at least 20 minutes. Reading to an adult is important for every year group in the school. Please make sure you keep your personal reading records up to date. We will allocate reading scheme books where appropriate.
· I would encourage all pupils to practise their times tables regularly. They really are the foundation of our maths curriculum and underpin many of the topics we will study. ‘Hit the Button’ is an excellent, free online game to practise - https://www.topmarks.co.uk/maths-games/hit-the-button
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Children may be given homework on a specific topic where they need to practise further. 
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PE
This half term our PE lessons will be on a Tuesday and Friday. Please come to school on these days in full, named PE kit. Please come prepared for all kinds of weather! We will endeavour to stay outside for as long as possible. If your child has earrings they will need to take them out for PE lessons independently, or cover them with medical tape.
