	Intent



	At the CPSWV our educational intent when teaching history is that all children have an understanding of the historical periods we study in terms of not only what happened, but why it happened and how it has shaped modern life and continues to shape our futures. 
We aim to ensure children leave our school with the required knowledge and skills documented on our curriculum and those prescribed by the National Curriculum such as an understanding of chronology and key periods in history. In addition to this, we aim that they leave, having begun their learning journey as skilled critical thinkers. 



	Implementation



	Our history lessons are designed to encourage and develop children to be curious about their world and to ask questions, build knowledge and make links.  Through practice, they will develop the necessary skills to evaluate evidence and sources, considering why things happened and the consequences they have had.  Based on our curriculum topics which ensure coverage of the curriculum and milestones. Teachers are encouraged to focus on a specific aspect of the aspect of History they are teaching to ensure children get depth of learning as well as breadth brought about by a variety of engaging topics which allow for cross curricular learning. We also ensure that skills and knowledge are revisited at regular intervals, to ensure these become embedded. Teachers use a range of high quality sources to bring history to life, including high quality texts which enables links to English lessons as well as trips and visitors. Learning objectives take account of national curriculum knowledge as well as driver words which ensure children’s skills are being developed alongside subject knowledge. 



	Impact



	Children’s progress is measured using meaningful assessment methods which can inform teachers planning to maximise children’s learning. These might include POP tasks and quizzes at regular intervals, discussions to check where children are in terms of understanding and knowledge which then means planning can take account of misconceptions as well as end of unit double page spreads.
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
